WOOL & WOOLLENS EXPORT PROMOTION COUNCIL PARTICIPATES IN XXXIV FEDERAL TRADE FAIR
MOSCOW, RUSSIA. 16TH – 19TH FEBRUARY 2010.

The council participated in the Federal Trade Fair for Textiles and Light Industry Goods and Equipments held at Moscow (Russia) from 16th February to 19th February 2010 in All Russian Exhibition Centre, Moscow under the focus CIS programme of the Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India. The event helped the member participants to display the latest range of their quality products and to explore the trade opportunities in CIS region.
The fair is the central event of Textileexpo project aiming at developing national market of textile and garment. The event is held twice a year during the month of February and September. The Fair is held in the largest fair ground – All Russian Exhibition Centre situated in the heart of Moscow city. Ludhiana represented  the Council to the fair with a view to lead the participants and interact with the buyers to strengthen  India’s trade position in Russia and other CIS region. Due to its cold climatic conditions, Russia has very good potential for export of wool & wool blended products and to promote the export and capture the major share of this market, Council is regularly arranging the participation in Trade fairs/ Exhibitions in CIS countries. 
The participants succeeded to attract the large number of visitors particularly from different parts of Russia and other CIS Countries. The quality and variety of products was extremely appreciated by the visitors. There was a huge demand in retail particularly for shawls and stoles of average price/ quality range. According to the participants, there was a good business platform and expressed their satisfaction on the overall outcome of the participation. However they suggested the Council to chalk out the programme in such a way to allocate them the booths well in advance at a prime location and having more space and permit to use the booths under their own sub banners.

During the exhibition, the most of the buyers inquired if the participants had ready stock available in Moscow. The Council had already felt the requirement for opening of the warehouses cum showrooms in Moscow, Tashkent and Almaty. Accordingly the efforts are already being made by the council in this direction.
Bilateral trade between India and Russia is expected to increase from $7 billion in 2008 to $10 billion by the end of 2010 and will grow further when the comprehensive trade pact is signed. Two countries have decided to take bilateral trade to a much higher level of $20 billion by 2015.
Both the countries face some difficulties and to easily achieve the target, the issues like strengthening the inter banking cooperation, easing of visa regulations, optimizing the shipping route, payment and customs clearance etc to be sorted out for expanding the trade between the two countries at a much faster pace. Private sectors of both the countries should also pay much contribution for boosting the trade. More forums need to be organized to bring the private sectors together. Further, high level trade delegations of leading manufacturers & exporters be sent in coordination with Indian Embassy to study the various issues and market trends and interaction with the Russian counterparts for further expansion of business.
